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IPS Support Group (ISG)
Purpose 
· Provide a forum for interaction between donors and government on IPS, where the donors will have the possibility to express themselves about the IPS issues and progress.

· Secure better synergy for government and donor commitment to IPS effort

· Provide advisory, strategic support and guidance for the IPS implementation process including key donor-government IPS-related documents 

· Act as a vehicle for monitoring and reporting for the trust funds in support of the related terms set out in the trust fund’s administrative agreement established to assist in the implementation of the IPS

· Review the IPS implementing process through IPS monitoring and reporting mechanisms

· Ensure regular flow of information to the donors in order to maximize donor’s contribution to IPS reform

Membership

· The ISG is to be chaired by government (Director of DSDC) 

· 11-13 members, donors initially having 6 members while the Government will decide on its own representation
· Donors will be represented by 4 DTS members (UNDP, WB, EC, OSCE) and 2 bilateral donors-confirmed contributors (The Netherlands and DFID). 
· Other donors are welcome to join either as observers or as members through a possible rotation mechanism.
Decision-making

· If the need arises with respect to decisions concerning the operation of the IPS Support Group, these will be taken by consensus of its members.

Frequency of meetings: 

· Bi-monthly but with the flexibility of having more frequent meetings, if needed and requested by the chairman of the IPS Support Group
· DSDC will call meetings and prepare briefing materials in coordination with the DTS

Secretariat support

· 'The DSDC and the DTS will provide the necessary administrative support to the work of the ISG
